Never pack your passport!Always keep it on your person! The same goes for travelers’ checks, cash, credit cards and personal checks. Pack 2 
extra passport photos if possible (in the event that you misplace your passport); photo copies of your passport’s personal data pages and your 
airline tickets, unless you have an electronic ticket; a listing of your credit card and travelers’ check numbers; and copies of any personal IDs. 
This info will be extremely valuable should you lose any actual documents. Always keep actual documents on your person, and never in your 
checked suitcase.
